This Limited Edition Series is 
strictly a batch-bottled series, with the first 
consisting of 5,400 bottles.

The full finishing time of Batch 1 is over one year, allowing 
the rich Oloroso Sherry to caress and further soften the 
mature whisky, bringing the full maturation time to over  
15 years. The casks are built and toasted to a medium 
level. The casks are then filled with a conditioning wine 
for two years to avoid oakiness in the Oloroso. The 
first wine is emptied out and any repairs required 
are done to the casks at this point. The casks are 
then filled with the Oloroso Sherry for a further 
two years before being emptied, nosed, passed 
for quality and sent to Scotland where they were 
filled with the Grand Macnish whisky. The 7 casks were 
then monitored every month during the finishing time 
until deemed ready for bottling.
