Fermented with selected yeasts at
temperatures between 25° and 28°C
with high color extraction at the beginning
of the this process. This was followed by
fermentation at a lower temperature to
ensure a different extraction of the skin
components. 60% of the wine was aged
in French oak for 8 months. The remaining
40% was aged exclusively in stainless steel
